ROADS AND PATHS.

Artificially surfaced parhs araund the Club and the Hoad as well as the mosd e
the left of Hale #2 and the read berween Holes #5 and #15 are deemied o be
immovable obstructions. Relief may be taken under Bule 24 - 2h, All other
roads and parhs are ingegral pars of the course and the ball must be played as it
lies or declared unplayable {Rule 23).

PROVISIOMAL BALL FOR BALL IN WATER HAZARD- HOLE #14.
When plaving across the water hazard o che 14th green it is often impracrical v
degermine wether che ball i in the hazard withour unduly delaying play: Insuch
an event a provisional ball may be played from che spot frem which dae eriginal
Brall was played. IF the eriginal ball is feund in the warer hazard the player may
play it as it lies or connnuwe with the provisional ball in play, buc he may no
proceed under Rule 25,1 (Appendix 1, Fart A - 6.
